Most dogs that don’t meet the breed requirements are 
not used in breeding programs. 
The only way to be sure you know the full health history 
of  a puppy is to get a pedigreed purebred from a DOGS 
Victoria (and ANKC) registered breeder. 
With almost 200 recognised breeds, you’re sure to find at 
least one that’s perfect for your lifestyle. 
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
